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T he spring market has started on a very 
positive note, with the warming tempera-
tures, blooming fl owers and budding 
trees around High Point bringing smiles 

to many faces as we fi nally emerge from the brutal 
2014 winter.

The regrowth is also evident in the showrooms 
around market, with expanded exhibit spaces, 
aggressive new product launches and reinvigo-
rated showroom designs bringing fresh life back 
to the show.

Silk Route International’s continued growth 
has led to the expansion of its Showplace show-
room to 15,000 square feet, more than double the 
space’s original 
size. “We are 
excited about 
the expansion. 
We have such 
a variety of 
merchandise -- 
products from 
nine countries, 
across all cat-
egories,” said 
Ferozan Ibra-
himi, co-owner 
with husband 
Abdul Ibrahimi. “Our leather furniture remains 
strong, along with Peruvian merchandise ... and our 
one-of-a-kinds always do well for us.” 

This market marks the fi ft h showing of Angelo 
Surmelis’ furniture and accessories collections in 
the Surya showroom, where the television design 
personality shared his new concepts for retailers, 
and for urban dwellers living in small spaces and 
empty-nesters looking to downsize.

retailer can put in a full Angelo Home story — living 
room, dining room, top of bed, accents, rugs — in 
a 300-sq.-ft . footprint. They can show one box 
delivery sofas and chairs, dining, headboards ...

comes in, they don’t have to hunt for everything. 
The salesperson can take them to one area and get 
everything from the basics to fashion.” 

Surmelis’ showroom within Surya is divided into 
two collections: Apartment AH, for small space liv-
ing, and Angelo Home.
